OPTIONAL ADDITIONAL INFORMATION SUPPORTING NJD (e.g., discussion may include information reviewed to assess potential navigation or interstate commerce connections - 1 to 3 paragraphs):         We reviewed the information provided by the applicant’s consultant and all other information available regarding the site and determined that the wetlands were delineated in accordance with 1987 “Corps of Engineers Delineation Manual.”  Based on this review, as well as a review of aerial photographs, soils maps, etc, we determined that the wetland area identified as Wetland Area "N" on the enclosed drawing titled, "A Wetland Exhibit of the 672-acre Camak Tract, Warren County, Georgia" is isolated and has no surface connection to any other water of the United States.  We then reviewed the isolated area in accordance with 33 CFR 328.3 to determine if the site is subject to our jurisdiction under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act.  Based on this review, we determined that the isolated wetland is non-jurisdictional since impacts to the site would not affect interstate or foreign commerce.
